
AGED PEOPLE DIE - Jonathan Merryman, 69, Died Sunday Morning - Lived 
Here All His Life - Infirmities of Age  

Jonathan Merryman, brother of Judge James T. Merryman, of this city died 
on the old Merryman homestead in Washington Township, south of this city 
Sunday morning at 12:30, after an illness of several weeks. The cause of 
death is attributed to the infirmities of age. Mr. Merryman was born in 
Adams county October 2, 1850, and was 69 years, 5 months and 26 days 
old. Mr. Merryman was one of the best known and respected farmers of the 
township, and lived his entire life in this township. He was never married and 
lived with his brother, Zachariah and sister, Susie, on the old home farm. 
The funeral service will be held Tuesday afternoon at 1 o'clock from the 
home, with interment in the Reynolds cemetery.
